ABOUT THE COURSE

The maintenance, repair or renewal of infrastructures play an inevitable role on stabilization of national life, not only in developed countries but also in developing countries. However, due to scare allocated resources especially in comparison with new development, socio-economic concepts in addition to engineering concepts must be taken into consideration together.
Since 2005, Kyoto University has initiated the long vision scheme for human capacity enhancement in infrastructure asset management in Vietnam for the goal of sustainable infrastructures for transferring to next generations. Sharing knowledge, experience and dissemination of advanced practices in asset management are essential and indispensable. Within the scheme of collaboration with UTC, annual intensive training courses have been providing since then to hundreds of participants: practitioners, authorities, researchers, both graduate and undergraduate students, and others. Collaboration in academic research is also one focus. The core of infrastructure asset management systems, Kyoto Model integrated of sophisticated algorithms, had been developed by great efforts in many researches leaded by Kyoto University. Kyoto Model was also selected by JICA and road authority in Vietnam to build a new customized Pavement Management System (PMS) in Vietnam recently.
Following the fruitful achievement in pavement management, bridge management must be the priority topic of the course. Kyoto University enhances the course by featuring bridge management given the fact that Kyoto University and UTC have also been working on academic research in order to help upgrading Bridge Management System (VBMS) in Vietnam supported by Council for Science, Technology and Innovation (CSTI), Cross-Ministerial Strategic Innovation Promotion Program (SIP), which will be introduced during the course.
It is recognized that asset management is not only the main concern or attention of some certain nations or organizations but also the significant global issue. In the spring of 2014, the first international standard for asset management known as ISO5500X was established.
Under the background, current situation, the course this year covers many lectures belong to four following sessions
· Session 1: Fundamental of Asset Management & Data
· Session 2: ISO5500X and perspective for applying

· Session 3: Pavement Management & Practices
· Session 4: Bridge Management
